RULE ON MAINTENANCE OF DRYERS AND CHIMNEYS

THE ENCLAVE AT DTC CONDOMINIUM ASSOCIATION, INC.

Purpose of Rule:

Section 11.2 of the Declaration of Covenants makes all owners responsible for maintenance and care, at their own expense, of all fixtures, equipment, and utilities in their Units and all Limited Common Elements appurtenant to their Units.  Owners are further required to keep such items in a good, clean, sanitary condition.  Section 2.3.1 of the Declaration states that Limited Common Elements include fireplace chimneys and flues, all fixtures located outside a Unit but designed to serve only that Unit, and all utilities and installations servicing a Unit.


The Board has determined that clogged dryer vents and hoses and chimneys that have not been cleaned present a fire and safety hazard.  The Board has also determined that some Unit owners have not maintained and cleaned their dryer vents and hoses nor their chimneys.


The Board therefore adopts the following Rule:

Rule:
1.
Unit owners shall contract with a qualified and experienced person or company for the regular inspection and cleaning of dryer vents and hoses servicing their Units.  Such inspection and cleaning shall be accomplished at least once every two years, at the Unit owners’ expense, with the first such cleaning to be completed no later than July 1, 2010.  Cleaning to be performed from the dryer unit to the elbow connecting to the horizontal vent line.  The Association will clean vertical vent lines.

2.
Unit owners shall contract with a qualified and experienced person or company for the regular inspection and cleaning of fireplace chimneys servicing their Units.  Such inspection and cleaning shall be accomplished at least once every five years, at the Unit owners’ expense, with the first such inspection and cleaning to be completed no later than July 1, 2010.  

3.
Each Unit owner shall submit to the Association a written inspection certificate or receipt from the person or entity who cleaned the dryer vent and hoses and chimney stating that the Unit’s dryer vent and hoses or chimney were inspected, cleaned, and/or repaired and are in good working order.  Such certificate shall be delivered to the Association at least once every two years for dryer vents and hoses, and at least once every five years for chimneys, with the first certificate to be provided by July 1, 2010.

4.
Violations of this Rule may subject the Unit owner to fines in accordance with the Association’s enforcement procedures, or the Association or any other Unit owner may enforce this Rule by means of a lawsuit for an injunction.
