ANNUAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING

February 16, 2009

The annual meeting of the Enclave at DTC Condominium Association, Inc. was held on Monday, February 16, 2009, at the Clubhouse at 9202 E. Arbor Circle, Englewood, Colorado.  Light refreshments were served.

Call to Order:  President Dan Anthone called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  President Anthone welcomed homeowners and made introductions of the Board of Directors and Association managing agent from Western States Property Services.

Proof of Notice:  The proof of notice of mailing the meeting notice to the membership was read by the Recording Secretary.

Quorum:  A quorum was established for transaction of business with receipt of 18 proxies and with 13 homeowners present.  A quorum is 5% or 8 homeowners.

Approval of Minutes:  The minutes from the March 2008 annual meeting were approved as read.

Director Reports:

· President Anthone gave an overview of accomplishments from 2008 and expected projects for 2009.  His report is attached with the meeting records.  The Association saved a significant amount of expense on the reserve analysis projects from BornEngineering that were completed or are in the process of completion by requesting competitive bids and managing projects in house.  Dan also thanked the membership for the opportunity to serve on the Board of Directors.

Unfinished Business:  There was no unfinished business brought before the membership.

New Business:

· After review of the board approved 2009 budget, questions were answered and the budget was ratified.

· Resolution:  By quorum approval, it was RESOLVED THAT ANY EXCESS OF MEMBERSHIP INCOME OVER MEMBERSHIP EXPENSES FOR THE YEAR ENDED DECEMBER 31, 2008 SHALL BE APPLIED AGAINST THE SUBSEQUENT TAX YEAR MEMBER ASSESSMENTS AS PROVIDED BY IRS REVENUE RULING 70-604.

· There was one opening on the Board of Directors for a three-year term.  There was only one volunteer, Jessica Bieda, and she was elected by acclamation.

· Adam Marsh thanked Dan Anthone for his years of service and commitment to the Association, and the membership showed their appreciation to Dan.

Open Forum:  Concerns brought up by homeowners were:

· Recycling – dumpsters need to have the lids kept closed and need an update on what can go into the dumpsters for recycling.  Need list printout on dumpster at SW corner.

· Window replacement process – need request for approval from the Design Review Committee prior to installation.

· Need to place the reserve analysis online.

· 9222-H needs the top balcony railing replaced.

· Pet pickup is always a pet peeve and was addressed by the Board.

· Residents who own a carport but park outside of their carport in general parking spaces was addressed.  Residents are asked to use their carports if they have one, which will free up general parking spaces closer to buildings for those residents who do not have a carport space. 

· The question was brought up about consideration of assigned parking.  Dan explained the previous survey and process of investigation on assigned parking.  There are about 1.3 parking spaces for each unit.  With some residents owning more than one vehicle, and some residents only using their spots infrequently, the idea of assigned parking would not efficiently impact residents.

· Owner of 9110-B volunteered to be on the Design Review Committee.

Adjournment:  There being nothing brought before the membership for discussion, the meeting was adjourned at 8:15 PM.
