BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

April 19, 2010

The regular meeting of the Board of Directors of The Enclave at DTC Condominium Association was held on Monday, April 19, 2010, in the Clubhouse at 9202 E. Arbor Circle, Englewood, Colorado.

Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM.  The following directors were present or absent as indicated:

Kaye Welch was present from Western States Property Services.

Guest:  Brian Peck, irrigation manager for Environmental Designs, addressed the Board of Directors about the aging irrigation system at The Enclave at DTC.  He recommended installation of ET Water Irrigation Controllers that will manage water flow based on the weather and ground moisture from the Internet at a cost of $6,419.00.  He also recommended replacement of existing sprinkler heads with MP Rotator upgrades at 9222, 9150, 9180, floral zone, north of pool and front island for a total of $9,131.36, which would spray the water used in a better pattern.  Denver Water has a rebate on installation of both items, and the Association should recoup the expense from savings on water usage within one or two year’s maximum.  Brian also noted that the existing irrigation system is old, that tree roots are beginning to interfere with lines, and that some of the zones were not laid out properly.

Minutes:  After review of the March board meeting minutes, Jessica moved to accept the minutes as submitted.  Fay seconded the motion and it was carried. 

Financials:  The balance in the operating account at the end of March 2010 was $3,072.72.  The balance in the reserves money market account was $6,372.79.  The balance in the Dain Rauscher investment account was $117,536.25.  Delinquency was at $7,972.66 and the Association was under budget year-to-date by $11,840.35.  The financials were approved for audit.     

Manager Report & Communications:  The manager’s report and communications were submitted for review and are included with the meeting records.  

Unfinished Business:

· The Board discussed repairs or replacement of the west side retaining wall.  Bornengineering has stated that we would not be allowed to extend the wall to add parking on the west side.  However, they believe we could get four more parking spaces on that side to the south of the retaining wall.  When a final report is in, the manager will email to the board members.  Costs for the rest of the planning will be determined and then a vote on the direction to take will be processed by email.

· After discussion on the information provided by EDI on irrigation upgrades, Fay move to accept the EDI proposal for ET Controllers.  Jessica seconded the motion and it was carried.  Shirley moved to accept the EDI proposal to replace existing irrigation heads with MP Rotators.  Jessica seconded the motion and it was carried.

New Business:

· There weren’t any recommendations on landscape for 2010, so the topic was tabled for the May meeting.

· The Board of Directors would like to plan a pool party for residents and homeowners over the Memorial Day weekend.  Erik will look into catered barbecue ribs.  Manager will pull together some ideas and everyone will work out the details.

· It was noted that the TV in the fitness room was not working.

· Next meeting will be on May 17th.  We will be discussing parking rules, pool party and landscape ideas.

Adjournment:  There being nothing further brought before the Board for discussion, the meeting was adjourned at 8:30 PM.
