BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

March 22, 2010

The regular meeting of the Board of Directors of The Enclave at DTC Condominium Association was held on Monday, March 22, 2010, in the Clubhouse at 9202 E. Arbor Circle, Englewood, Colorado.

Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM.  The following directors were present or absent as indicated:

Kaye Welch was present from Western States Property Services.

Homeowner Forum:  Homeowner of 9130-F addressed the Board of Directors requesting reimbursement of carport dues from 2003-2008 that she paid for a carport that she does not own.  

Guest:  Steve Shefferly from Peliton Insurance Agency presented a proposal for changing building and liability insurance from Travelers to CIBA.  The reason for the recommended change is that Travelers added a wind and hail deductible of 2% per building for roof replacement.  Steve also addressed the fact that the Association should carry Workmen’s Compensation coverage in case any vendor contracted by the Association either does not carry or let the premium lapse on his own workers compensation coverage and one of his workers became injured on the property.

Minutes:  After review of the January and February board meeting minutes, Shirley moved to accept the minutes as submitted.  Jessica seconded the motion and it was carried. 

Financials:  The balance in the operating account at the end of February 2010 was deficient by $1,531.58.  The balance in the reserves money market account was $6,707.77.  The balance in the Dain Rauscher investment account was $117,631.65.  Delinquency was at $6,699.96 and the Association was under budget year-to-date by $11,803.05.  The financials were approved for audit.  The Board would like information on what the bank charges cover.   

Manager Report & Communications:  The manager’s report and communications were submitted for review and are included with the meeting records.  

Unfinished Business:

· Final report is not in yet from Bornengineering on whether the west side retaining wall can be extended to add parking in that area.

· The Board was given an update on the water damage from 9242-K insurance claim and was notified that the owner of that unit has retained an attorney who has responded to the letter of request for reimbursement of the $2500 deductible to the Association stating that the owner of 9242-K will not comply.  The Association attorney is handling correspondence with the owner’s attorney.

· The Board decided to table any further discussion at this time on repair and staining of the bottom level breezeway concrete floors.

· After discussion, Jessica moved to approve the proposal from GR Construction to install dumpster enclosure gates at the east side dumpsters.  Fay seconded the motion and it was carried.  Each gate enclosure will cost $1700 for a total of $3400.

New Business:  

· The proposal from Swingle, the Association tree contractor, for 2010 tree maintenance was reviewed.  After discussion, Shirley moved to approve 3 treatment and inspections for plant health care for all trees, 1 ash borer treatment and 2 IPS beetle control treatments for a total of $3,021.97.  Jessica seconded the motion and it was carried.  The pines at the clubhouse entrance will not be treated further as they are not going to remain alive much longer due to poor planting and no water source.

· The Board of Directors regretfully accepted the resignation from the Board by Brian Russell.  He will be moving from the property soon.

· The Board determined that the Association would not reimburse the dues that were paid for a carport from 2003 to 2008 by the homeowner of 9130-F.  Each homeowner is responsible to read their mail from the management company and every year all homeowners have been notified by mail of any change in dues amounts, including carport dues.  The homeowner was responsible to know what she was paying for and should have addressed the incorrect amount long before 2010.  The Association already reimbursed her for carport dues from March 2008 to February 2010 since Western States has the account records to prove the carport dues were paid.  She will be so notified.

· Letters of complaint were read from residents regarding smoke from other unit residents coming into their units.  After discussion, the Board determined they did not have the authority to tell anyone they can’t smoke inside or outside of their unit.  Therefore, letters will be mailed by the manager respectfully requesting those balcony smokers to contain their cigarette smoke inside their unit or away from the building, and suggesting options that may help contain the smoke.  

· The Board discussed the presentation on insurance coverage by Steve Shefferly.  Fay moved to change the building coverage from Travelers to CIBA and to add Workers Compensation for an extra $282 per year to protect the membership.  Jessica seconded the motion and it was carried.  The deductible will change from $2500 to $5000, so the membership will be notified about the deductible and their responsibility to carry insurance for their personal property and liability.

· Next meeting will be on April 19th. The landscape contractor will attend to review summer services and irrigation recommendations.

Adjournment:  There being nothing further brought before the Board for discussion, the meeting was adjourned at 9:00 PM.
