Delinquent accounts were at $12,559.50 at the end of March.  Net Profit to Loss Year to Date was $15,506.43 under budget.

Balconies:  Time to clean up balconies, replace plant materials, remove stored items.  Charcoal grills and propane gas tanks over 2 pounds are PROHIBITED on site!  Fines may be assessed.  South Metro Fire fine is up to $999.
Pets:  Please keep dogs on leash while on common areas and pick up solid waste after your pet.  Bags are supplied for your convenience at stations around the property.
Carports:  Please keep your carport clean.  No stored items, including in the building carports.

Insurance:  Homeowners are required by the Declarations to have insurance coverage for their liability, personal property and improvements in their unit.  Renters are requested to carry their renter’s insurance.  Accidents happen all the time.  Be prepared!

WATER HEATERS ARE FAILING!  Life expectancy is about at the limit and we are getting water damage to units, and adjoining units from leaks.  The Homeowner is responsible for all repairs to adjoining units for a failed water heater.  We recommend an inspection and cleaning every two years.  Install a pan under your new water heater to catch leaks before damage appears, and check your heater occasionally.  Keep your insurance updated! 

There is a vacancy on the Board of Directors.  If you are interested in serving, please notify Kaye Welch at WSPS or one of the Board of Director members.  We meet once monthly (not in December) and use email for business between meetings.  Very painless and fun.  Be informed, join the Board!

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Projects being considered in 2011
1. Sealcoat and re-stripe the parking lot and carports.
2. Clubhouse improvements.  

3. Replacement keys and lock change for fitness room and pool keys.
4. Pool resurfacing, new tile at edges.  We have new mechanical equipment for 2011.

5. We have Direct TV receivers installed on each building, both HD and International.  If you want to contract for Direct TV service, you don’t need approval from the Association as long as you contract through the “Connected Services” number at 1-800-268-4235.  If you already have a personal Direct TV receiver in use, you need to call the 800 number and have your service re-connected to the building wide receivers and then remove your personal receiver, making Common Element repairs to the building.

BE AWARE OF COYOTY ACTIVITY!
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· To be respectful of everyone’s right to peaceful enjoyment of their home at the Enclave.  Keep noise down inside and outside your unit.  Work with your neighbor on complaints.

Plumbing and Water Saving Tips:

· Check toilets for leaks by adding drops of food coloring to the water in the tank and wait 30 minutes (no flushing).  If you get color in the toilet bowl, you have a leak.  

· Replace old toilets with high-efficiency models.

· Ensure no faucets drip, the shower turns off completely with firm turn.  

· Plumbing:  if you have “glubs” in your sink or toilet, you may need to have your drains cleaned.  If your drain is unclogged farther out than your unit line and into the common drain, you may request reimbursement for the paid invoice from the Board as the common drain lines are an HOA responsibility.
