The Enclave at DTC Condominium Association reports that as of the end of October 2010, the Association had $17,426.11 in the operating account, $22,978.36 in the reserve money market account and $75,775.08 invested in laddered CDs with RBC Wealth Mgmt.  Delinquent accounts were at $5,079.86 at the end of October.  Expenditures were $10,512.43 under budget year-to-date.

Insurance:  Homeowners are required by the Declarations to have insurance coverage for their liability, personal property and improvements in their unit.  Renters are requested to carry their renter’s insurance.  Accidents happen all the time.  Be prepared!

Clubhouse reservations may be made with Kaye Welch at WSPS, 303-745-2220.  There is a $100 refundable damage/cleaning deposit and after January 1st, there will be a non-refundable $25 charge for each day of reserved use of the clubhouse that will cover utilities and supplies.

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Projects completed in 2010
1. The west side retaining wall was repaired according to the Reserve Analysis.  A new fence was installed along the west wall.  Parking along the new fence is prohibited because it may cause the top part of the wall to move and fail.
2. Roof top pipe boots have been replaced as the sun damage has caused leaks in areas into the attic areas.  

3. Dryer vent lines from the unit dryer access vertically up through the roof were all cleaned and inspected.  New caps were installed on all dryer vents on the roof to bring them up to code.  Homeowners have been required to have their unit dryer vents inspected and cleaned to prevent any fire hazard to the buildings and residents. 
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· To be respectful of everyone’s right to peaceful enjoyment of their home at the Enclave.  Keep noise down inside and outside your unit.  Work with your neighbor on complaints.
· To remember that the management company is a contractor who manages the day to day business of the Association.  They are not available evenings and weekends, unless you have an emergency that can’t wait until the next business day.  Emergencies may be the homeowner’s responsibility, so please be responsible and work on your plumbing, drains, leaks from other units on your own and with your neighbors when necessary.

· To understand that the Board of Directors is a team of volunteer homeowners, just like you.  They protect your rights and property values.  They could use a “thank you”.

Plumbing and Water Saving Tips:

· Check toilets for leaks by adding drops of food coloring to the water in the tank and wait 30 minutes (no flushing).  If you get color in the toilet bowl, you have a leak.  

· Replace old toilets with high-efficiency models.

· Ensure no faucets drip, the shower turns off completely with firm turn.  

· And protect pipes in the cold weather from freezing by insulating behind pipes where backed up to an outside wall.

· Keep heat on in your unit to at least 65 degrees.  For empty units, please ensure heat is turned on!

· Check your water heater.  They can crack and leak with little notice until there is a water trauma in your stack.

· Plumbing:  if you have “glubs” in your sink or toilet, you may need to have your drains cleaned.  If your drain is unclogged farther out than your unit line and into the common drain, you may request reimbursement for the paid invoice from the Board as the common drain lines are an HOA responsibility.
